MANAGED GRAZING AND FORAGE HARVESTING FOR 2012: 

Effective Immediately, the IN-CRP Grazing-Haying-8-14-2012 jobsheet has been updated to remove the acreage restrictions under Managed Grazing and Forage Harvesting.  This will allow participants to graze or remove forage on up to 100% of the field with a 25% reduction per acre in their annual CRP rental payment.  

Indiana FSA has developed a reference sheet for Emergency versus Managed Grazing or Hay and it is attached to this bulletin. Note that for Managed Haying or Grazing, participants are only allowed to harvest or graze at a frequency of one to three years as permitted by the Findings of No Significant Impacts with the National Wildlife Federation.
In Indiana, CRP plans will be modified using the latest CRP Emergency or Managed Use job sheets at http://www.in.nrcs.usda.gov/programs/CRP/crphomepage.html - IN-CRP Grazing-Haying-8-14-2012.  This authorization is for grazing or forage harvest as indicated above, so the associated job sheet should be documented accordingly.  All other Managed Grazing and Forage Harvest technical requirements and restrictions apply as found on the job sheets.
