EMERGENCY GRAZING EXTENSION FOR 2012: 

Effective Immediately:  Emergency Grazing has been extended for counties previously approved due to drought until November 30, 2012.  Extensions apply to all previously approved Emergency Grazing practices except the following:  CP8A, Grassed Waterway; CP23, Wetland Restoration:  CP23A, Wetland Restoration – Non-Floodplain; CP27, Farmable Wetlands Pilot Wetland; and CP28, Farmable Wetlands Pilot Buffer.

In Indiana, CRP plans will be modified via pen and ink for all existing plans or by using the latest CRP Emergency Use job sheet at Share Point - Technology - CRP - CRP Job Sheets - IN-CRP Grazing-Haying-8-30-2012.  This authorization is for emergency grazing as indicated above, so the associated job sheet should be documented accordingly.  All other technical requirements and restrictions apply as found on the job sheets.

Emergency Haying is NOT extended beyond the August 31 deadline.
