EMERGENCY GRAZING AND FORAGE HARVESTING FOR 2012: 
Effective Immediately, CRP participants may voluntarily request a modification to their CRP plan to request Emergency Grazing or Forage Harvest approval.  

Only certain CRP practices are eligible for release under these emergency provisions.  Whole field cool season grass practices (CP1) are among those eligible practices.  Environmentally sensitive land enrolled under grassed filter strips, waterways and nearly all State Acres for Wildlife are ineligible for release under any conditions due to the focus on wildlife habitat and environmentally sensitive location of these practices.

The following 22 counties have been approved for grazing before the end of the nesting season:
