SUBJECT:  ECS – RUSLE2 Database Updates

Purpose:  To inform and provide guidance on updating users’ Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLE2) databases.

Expiration Date:  September 30, 2012.

ACTION REQUIRED BY:  July 1, 2012

The Revised Universal Soil Loss Equation (RUSLE2) is the official tool for assessing sheet and rill soil erosion during the conservation planning process. RUSLE2 prediction information is also used to determine whether producers are in compliance with their current conservation cropping systems for Food Security Act of 1985, as amended, requirements.

Recently, a national effort was completed that updated many of Indiana’s soil’s T and k values.  Additional data are also needed to be updated to prepare for Integrated Erosion Tools for use in Conservation Desktop for the Conservation Delivery Streamlining Initiative (CDSI) efforts.  To ensure Indiana RUSLE2 users are using the latest data, the databases must be updated.

The following RUSLE2 files will be used during the update process and are available on the RUSLE2 website:
· Base Database (Base_NRCS_Moses_04_18_2012.zip)*
· Climate Data (IN_clim011603.zip)
· Crop Management Zone (CMZ files – refer to map for CMZs needed)
· Soils Data (download county files as needed)

*Use the most current Base Database posted to the RUSLE2 website.

Indiana NRCS and partner employees who use RUSLE2 are required to update their databases (instructions are available on the Indiana SharePoint site – NRCS employees will ensure any partners using RUSLE2 to assist NRCS clients receive these instructions as needed) to ensure RUSLE2 prediction results reflect the most current data.
