SUBJECT:  CPA – FY12 Emergency Use of Conservation Reserve Program Acreage

Purpose:  To notify Field Offices of updated Emergency Use of Conservation Reserve Program acreage information.  

This bulletin supersedes Indiana Bulletin 180-12-8 and 180-12-9.

Expiration Date:  September 30, 2012

EMERGENCY GRAZING AND FORAGE HARVESTING FOR 2012: 
Effective Immediately, CRP participants may voluntarily request a modification to their CRP plan to request Emergency Grazing or Forage Harvest approval.  

ALL COUNTIES HAVE BEEN RELEASED FOR EMERGENCY HAYING AND GRAZING OUTSIDE OF THE NESTING DATES.  

USDA Secretary Tom Vilsack authorized the release of emergency haying and grazing for all Indiana counties for certain practices and acres enrolled in the Conservation Reserve Program (CRP) outside the primary nesting season for wildlife. This decision was based upon the U.S. Drought Monitor, per FSA News Release 12-25.

For contracts approved before February 8, 2007, the beginning date for haying or grazing will be July 16th.  For contracts approved after February 8, 2007, the beginning date for haying or grazing will be August 2nd.

Only certain CRP practices are eligible for release under these emergency provisions.  Whole field cools season grass practices (CP1) are among those eligible practices.  Environmentally sensitive land enrolled under grassed filter strips, waterways and nearly all State Acres for Wildlife are ineligible for release under any conditions due to the focus on wildlife habitat and environmentally sensitive location of these practices.
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The following 22 counties have been approved for grazing before the end of the nesting season:
