Background:  Updating the NWPL has been a cooperative effort of the Army Corps of Engineers (COE), the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency, the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service, the Natural Resources Conservation Service, The Biota of North America (BONAP), states, Indian Nations, the academic community, and the scientific portion of the public. 

NRCS will use the 2012 NWPL for all wetland determinations in conjunction with the COE 1987 Wetland Delineation Manual and the appropriate plant list for each COE Regional Supplements. The 2012 NWPL can be downloaded at the COE NWPL Web Site.

The NRCS SharePoint, Technology-Hel-WC tab also has the NWPL for the COE Midwest Region by downloading the Excel file – COE form MW (2012 Plant List). This form is programmed to fill in the species indicator status from the 2012 NWPL.
