


Updates to EQIP Practice Guidance 1/9/13

1. (436) Irrigation Reservoir – removed extraneous characters in the first bullet. Removed irrigation requirements as this practice may be used to help with runoff. Removed maximum size limits.
2. (371) Air Filtration and Scrubbing – Now included in practice guidance, already was available in cost list.
3. (620) Underground Outlet – Edited last bullet to indicate cost above 12 inch pipe is paid at the 12 inch rate. There is no 15 inch rate for underground outlet.
4. (592) Feed Management – Added size distinctions for Large/Small Dairy scenarios.
5. (575) Animal Trails/Walkways – Included language to consider adding (342) Critical Area Planting as needed.
6. (512) Forage and Biomass Planting – Edited last bullet under this practice to clarify when fence and watering facilities are eligible. They are only eligible under limited circumstances when converting cropland to pasture land if the land is expiring CRP or currently listed as HEL.
7. (590) Nutrient Management, Enhanced NM – Changed payment cap to $17,000 to make it consistent with other payment caps for NM.
8. (378) Pond – Added statement to remind planner to include (342) Critical Area Planting to cover seeding needed in conjunction with pond.
9. (367) Roofs and Covers – Included two bullets requiring that producers obtain their own technical assistance when not using a standard NRCS design and that payment is only eligible over waste storage area where livestock are excluded.
10. (558) Roof Runoff Structure – Updated payment caps for both scenarios account for 2013 rates.
11. (657), (659) Wetland Enhancement/Restoration – Edited first and third bullets to reference new scenario names.
12. (315) Brush Management, (315) Herbaceous Weed Control – Clarified policy on number of payments eligible for these practices on the same land unit. Limited to one payment in a contract. This limitation also applies to post-tree planting weed control.
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
