SUBJECT:  LTP - Instructions for Calculating Units Eligible for Payment for Conservation
                               Practice (360) Waste Facility Closure for Fiscal Year 2013

Purpose:  This bulletin provides clarification for consistently calculating the units eligible for a 
                 program payment for conservation practice (360) Waste Facility Closure for FY 2013

Expiration Date: September 30, 2013

The 2013 regional payment process resulted in significant changes in payment rates for all conservation practices offered through a financial assistance program such as the Environmental Quality Incentives Program (EQIP).

The need for further clarification was identified for calculating the correct payment amount for conservation practice (360) Waste Facility Closure as the FY 2013 EQIP General Practice Information did not address this issue. Clarification provided in this bulletin will ensure consistency across the state.

For all conservation program payment calculations for practice (360) Waste Facility Closure, the unit of volume eligible for payment must be calculated as 20% of the total storage volume (CU FT) of the waste storage facility.

For example, a waste storage facility with storage capacity of 100,000 cubic feet needs to be closed. The amount eligible for payment would be calculated as follows:

100,000 CU FT (Total Storage Volume) X 20% = 20,000 CU FT (Volume Eligible for Payment)

This calculation is based on the typical scenario for the 2013 (360) Waste Facility Closure payment schedule for an average amount of sludge required to be removed from a facility.
