SUBPART E – Inspections (IN 500.41)
IN-500.41 NRCS State Policy for Inspections
(a) Formal Inspections 
Formal inspections shall be conducted under the leadership of a qualified engineer at least once every 5 years for Significant and High Hazard dams along with Class I and II dikes.  National O&M Manual May 2003 - O&M Plan - 500.44
Currently, IDNR-Division of Water requires that High Hazard dams be inspected once every 2 years by a Professional Engineer (P.E.).  NRCS staff will no longer perform these inspections, which are now covered by the private sector.
(b) Hazard Classification of Dams 

It is a requirement that the downstream floodplain of all Low and Significant Hazard dams be evaluated at least once every 5 years to determine the current hazard class.  National O&M Manual May 2003 - O&M Plan - 500.31

The NRCS Area Engineer and / or CIT Engineer will perform the Inspections for Low and Significant Hazard Dams along with the Determination of Hazard Classification.  The completed Inspection Checklist, IN-ENG-45, and Determination of Dam Hazard Classification, IN-ENG-44, along with any comments should be submitted to the State Office once the inspection is completed.  
(c) Inspection Schedule
The Area Conservationist has the responsibility for completion of the inspections in a timely manner.
