Emergency Grazing Use Policy 

Grazing is permitted on CRP acres in counties recently designated as Presidential Disaster Areas because of flooding. CRP Participants must request a voluntary modification to the CRP contract to graze CRP acreage under the Emergency Grazing provisions from the Farm Service Agency (FSA) prior to grazing, and follow this plan modification. 
Emergency grazing and any other approved type of CRP haying or grazing is not allowed on the same acreage.
All grazing activities must be performed between July 15, 2008 and September 30, 2008. All livestock will be removed from CRP fields by September 30, 2008
Grazing will not be permitted on CRP acres within 120 feet of any stream or other permanent waterbody, nor on CRP acres established less than 1 year.
Livestock will be allowed access to       acres (which will leave 25% for wildlife) maintaining a minimum forage grazing height, throughout the grazing period, of three (3) inches for cool season grasses (orchard, fescue, smooth brome, etc.) and to a minimum of six (6) inches for warm season grasses (big bluestem, little bluestem, Indiangrass, switchgrass, etc.).  See the attached plan map for areas to be grazed vs. left for wildlife.
All livestock will be removed whenever minimum grazing heights are reached.
Approximately       feet of temporary fence may be needed to exclude livestock from water bodies and other non-eligible areas.  See the attached map for recommended locations.

Drinking water will be provided to livestock to within 1200 feet of any area that is being grazed.  Temporary watering sites must be provided.  See the attached map for recommended locations.
