General CRP POLICY
CRP Participants must be granted permission to hay/graze CRP acreage from the Farm Service Agency (FSA) prior to harvesting forage and follow this plan. Participants may not graze and hay the same acreage.  All haying/grazing activities must be performed outside of the primary nesting/brood-rearing dates for Indiana unless authorized by FSA, and certain acreage and frequency of harvest limitations may apply as determined by FSA.

Emergency Haying/Grazing Policy
Haying/grazing will only occur within the following period:

The Indiana FSA State Office or National Headquarters must first authorize Emergency Haying/Grazing.

Haying/grazing will not be permitted on CRP acres within 100 feet of any stream or other permanent waterbody or ineligible practices (see FSA for list).

25% of the contiguous CRP acreage will be left ungrazed for wildlife use, or 50% of the contiguous CRP acreage will be left unhayed for wildlife use.  It is advantageous for the percentage left for wildlife to be left in a block or a corridor at least       feet wide.  See attached plan map for areas to be grazed and left for wildlife. 

Managed Haying/Grazing Policy
Haying/grazing will only occur within the following period:  August 2,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 to September 15,  FORMDROPDOWN 

Managed Haying/Grazing is authorized statewide, except no more than once every 3 years on the same acreage (including acres previously grazed under Emergency haying/grazing authorizations).
Haying/grazing will not be permitted on CRP acres within 120 feet of any stream or other permanent waterbody or ineligible practices (see FSA for list).

CRP Haying/Grazing Requirements Applicable to Both Emergency and Managed Haying/Grazing:

Minimum height of the forage being hayed/grazed will be three (3) inches for cool season grasses (orchard, fescue, smooth brome, etc.) and to a minimum of ten (10) inches for warm season grasses (big bluestem, little bluestem, Indiangrass, switchgrass, etc.).  Only one cutting of hay or one grazing period to the minimum heights is permitted per year.

Approximately       feet of temporary fence may need to be installed to exclude livestock from water bodies and other areas.  See the attached map for recommended locations.

Drinking water will be provided to livestock to within 1200 feet of any area that is being grazed.  Temporary watering sites must be provided.  See the attached map for recommended locations.
All livestock will be removed once minimum grazing heights are reached or September 15.
All hay will be removed from CRP fields by September 25.
